Greg Bartz was born in New Jersey in 1963; grew up in Vadnais Heights and  
graduated from White Bear High School in 1981.  He and wife Sandy have 
three boys, one of whom is graduating from high school this year. 
Since his last classification talk, Greg is still trying to figure out what he does 
and how to explain it to us, but he now has a  vision/mission statement to direct 
business decisions.  His business, Grand Strategies Marketing, provides solu-
tions for small business in many segments of the food chain.   Some of his busi-
ness ventures include:  an apple crisp for Emma Krumbee; Bull Run coffee; 
fancy cheeses from Burnett Dairy; dairy products from Autumnwood Farms;  a 
client from Belgium providing ingredients to Target-chocolates and pastry, etc. 
etc.  Greg  said Rotary has brought a lot into his life through youth exchange, 
an upcoming trip to Russia and other events.  He encouraged new members to 
become involved. 
 
PROGRAM:     Jan Holtz Kraemer presents:     
Diane Tran,  Minnesota State Representative for the Pew Health Group  
Diane and Chris talked about the Pew Campaign on Human Health and Indus-
trial Farming, with a focus on antibiotics and industrial farms.   Up to 70 percent 
of all antibiotics sold  in the US are routinely used on industrial farms, according 
to the Union of Concerned Scientists.   This makes the US one of the biggest 
users of antibiotics in food animal production on a pound per pound basis.  
They reported that most antibiotics in industrial food animal production are for 
compensation for overcrowded and unsanitary conditions; and growth promo-
tion. If bacteria become resistant to antibiotics they can spread in many ways. 
Success without the routine use of antibiotics on industrial farms was reported 
by the US Department of Agriculture in 2009, in a report that states ñmany pro-
ducers that donôt use growth-promoting antibiotics rely on alternative strategies, 
such as extensive testing and sanitary protocols, to prevent disease and pro-
mote growth.ò  The Pew Campaign on Human Health and Industrial Farming 
seeks to reduce antibiotic resistance in humans through phasing out the routine 
use of antibiotics in food animal production. For more info: Diane at 612-465-
