about growing strawberries. But on April 21, after a full day of planting, he knew much more.
Fields are fertilized with turkey manure an
points to the realization that growing strawberries is more of an art than a science. Planting
using the Jacobson method is done by pulling the family and other hard working souls on a sled
behind the tractor and dropping plants in every 18 inches at a rate of about one and a half acres
a dayd a very slow process. They usually plant four acres a year and harvest an overall 16 to
20 acres. Low producing fields are rotated out periodically to recharge the soil.

he likes to see a lot of butts in the air. This year he and his employees have already picked for
some of their customers (wholesale to grocery stores, wineries) and for the Jacobson bakery.
They also supply berries for strawberry shakes made at the MN State Fair. In a good year the
fields could yield 20,000 I bs. per acre, bu
for shipment.

They have 80 employees at the peak strawberry picking season. But then the heat of the sum-
mer causes the plants to go into thermal dormancy.

The short season and, in good years, the high volume of growing berries defeats most bugs,
birds, and diseases. Weed control is the most important factor in keeping plants healthy and
producing at Pine Tree. Bill noted that east coast strawberry producers use more pesticides and
fungicides. Pine Tree did not need to use any of said chemicals last year.

Come out to Pine Tree and pick a few buckets of fresh juicy strawberries over the next few weeks.

And, of course, stop out during the apple harvest.
