CLASSIFICATION:     Tim Anders spoke on his role as district executive with the Northern   
Star Council Boy Scouts of America. The Litchfield native was an  Eagle Scout who excelled in 
high school tennis before earning a  bachelor's degree in business administration from Augs-
burg College.  He has a wife, Amy, an 11-year-old son named Zach who is a Boy Scout  and a 
7-year-old daughter who's a Brownie but wishes she could be a  Cub Scout.  While people 
seem to think a large part of his job involves  coordinating camping opportunities, the bulk in-
volves managing  volunteers in a district that extends as far north as Rush City, as  far south as 
Vadnais Heights, as far west as Lino Lakes and as far  east as the St. Croix River.  The 30 to 40 
primary volunteers he oversees have responsibility for about 500 volunteers in about 80 troops 
or units.  ñWe serve 2,500 kids regularly and impact a lot more through programs in schools and 
things like that," he said. 
 
PROGRAM:       
Tom Jefferson sponsored speaker Lori LaBey, a local real estate agent  who talked about her 
personal experiences as a caregiver to her mother, who has battled Alzheimer's for the past 30 
years. Lori discussed her feelings about how we need to change the way we approach caring 
for the aged and disabled in a world in which aging baby boomers will soon far exceed the 
younger generation in terms of sheer numbers.  Some of the points she made: 
  -People in general are frightened of dealing with others' illnesses;  they make the mistake of 
pulling away from both the ill person and the ill person's loved ones because they don't know 
how to respond or  interact. 
  -Caregivers in general just want their friends and family to treat them normally. 
  -People think they can no longer laugh around sick people and their  caregivers. "We need to     
embrace the laughter," she said. "We have got to create a feeling of hope." 
  -For better or worse, we are all caregivers from the moment we become human. "We're here 
to take care of one another," she said. She read a poem she wrote about how it's tough to be a 
caregiver but it's a  necessary part of being human. 
  -When people find out a loved one is ill, they immediately start thinking about saying goodbye, 
when they should be thinking about prolonging the person's enjoyment of life for as long as pos-
sible. 
  -With Alzheimer's, it's important to see that the real person is still inside somewhere ... we 
shouldn't give up and assume they're gone. "It's important to look at the eyes, the smiles, the 
soft giggles and the joy." 
  -We can help each other by becoming "families by choice" -- electing to help take care of peo-
ple we care about  when the need arises, even if the ill person is not family. 
  -With Alzheimer's. "It doesn't make any difference how long a memory  lasts ... it makes a dif-
ference that it was created in the first place." 
  -It's more important that Alzheimer's victims be happy and at peace than that they're groomed, 
or that the rest of us think they look good.  Uncomfortable medical procedures are probably un-
necessary as are many other of the other daily routines that might make the patient uncomfort-
able.
