In lieu of the normal classification talk, Laura Hilger, our outbound exchange student to Warsaw, 
Poland in 20003-2004 reported on whatôs been happening in her life.  Since returning from Po-
land and graduating from high school, Laura has been living and studying in Sussex, England.  
Attending the School of Social Sciences and Cultural Studies at the University of Sussex, Laura 
is working on her Masters Degree in Social Research and International Relations.  She has also 
been accepted into the London School of Economics.  After her studies she would like to work 
in some sort of Think Tank and develop systems that help people of countries that have been 
through major conflicts.  Thank you Laura for the update and best of luck in the future. 
  
PROGRAM ï Jody Rooney ñMinnesota Ojibwe & Chippewa Indians Myths About Tribesò 
 
Jody is a WBL ñClass of 68ò graduate who has a Masterôs Degree in Applied Economics from 
the U of M.  Jody worked for the US Army Corps of Engineers managing and supervising eco-
nomic analysis, public involvement, social impact assessment, and environmental documenta-
tion between the Corps of Engineers and Indian tribes for 23 years.  The next nine years she 
worked for the Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe as a senior business planner.  Her business now at 
Rooney & Associates is to provide consulting in the area of economics, environment, planning, 
and policy, at the Federal, Tribal, State, County, and Local level specializing in working with the 
Corps of Engineers, Departments of Natural Resources, engineers and tribal governments. 
The ñMyths About Tribesò is a complex subject, ñEverything You Know About Indians Is Wrongò.  
There are no groups called Indians, it is a government word.  Prior to the 1934 Reorganization 
Act everything between the Tribes and US government was chaos.  The Act set up the Tribal 
form of government that created a Sovereign Government within the Federal Government that 
allowed Tribes to take care of their own affairs as any State Government would.  The Act also 
gave the US the opportunity to renegotiate old treaties on the land given to the Tribes dating 
back to the early 1800ôs. The Tribal Bands have no restrictions on the land but it is held by the 
Federal Government in Trust for the Bands.  As with States, the Tribes do not pay any taxes on 
any of the Land in Trust but do pay property taxes to the State on private land that they pur-
chase for hotels, businesses etc. 
 
To Native Americans life and time is a continuum.  During a project to move a county road in 
Hinckley onto Tribal land there was concern about the succession of the land under the road.  
During a project near Sandy Lake involving a centuries old burial site, the property was seeded 
by hand rather that with heavy equipment.  However, while describing the method of seeding, 
the word ñseedò was mistaken for the word ñcedeò which meant to them give up the land. 
Between the Ojibwe and the Dakota Tribes there are 11 Reservations created by land cessation 
treaties in Minnesota dated from 1825 to 1889.  Jody said that even today the culture of the ap-
proximately three million Native Americanôs in the country still retain the philosophy of first- 
Family, then Community, then Self.
