In place of the classification, our incoming club President, Curt Akenson gave a short presentation about
the 2010 Rotary International Convention in Montreal. He and his family attended and had a great time. It
took place in the same hockey arena where the Montreal Canadiens play. The theme was Bigger, Better,
Bolder. Ray Klingensmith spoke about the Rotary International theme for the coming year: Building
Communities and Bridging Continents.

PROGRAMDI I Sai@lBjerke and Gordon Hedahl shared GSE to India Reflections

Sarah, a middle school teacher in St. Paul and Gordon, also with an education background as a Dean
(retired) at the University of Wisconsin, River Falls were part of the five-person district 5960 group study
exchange to India.

Gordon mentioned how the growth of Rotary in India is rapid. It helps that they have numbers on their
side to draw from. The Rotary logo is prominent there and clubs are very active sponsoring a wide vari-
ety of endeavors including: schools, blood banks, computer labs, crematoriums, and vocational training.
Because there were two languages spoken in the two main parts of District 3202 in India, the common
language between them happened to be English. How fortunate for the 5960 team.

Natural beauty was notable and included the coastal areas and two different mountain ranges in the area
they visited.

As has been mentioned by visitors in the past, traffic was a major change for the Americans. They had to
share the road with cars, trucks, buses, motorcycles, pedestrians, rickshaws, horse carts, hand carts, cattle,
dogs, elephants and just about anything else you can think of.

Sarah mentioned having a little trouble with the food in that everything is served on rice or is rice based.
The food was spicy and rich. They also were served many types of fruits. For Sarah, bathrooms were also
an adventure with many different types of toilets and her team members bathing from a bucket of water
or for one member of the team, while standing in the small bucket of water.

She was particularly in tune with observing and learning about some the marriage custom in India, since
she is engaged to be married soon. Most marriages are arranged by the families. Many weddings and the
accompanying feast have as many as 2,000 attendees. Invitations are hand-delivered and the feast can
consist of 40 food courses. The bride and few women in general attend the wedding feast.

They noticed how respectful of their teachers the students were. Students were always quiet and very
busily taking notes during the teacher6s en
This region of India is well represented by all the major religions including, Sikhs, Buddhists, Hindus,
Christians, and Muslims. The area is known for textiles, fabrics, and agriculture such as sugar cane, tea,
coffee, vanilla, and peppers.

S ar a h éway obsartatédn was the amazing generosity of the Indian people and how they loved to
share whatever they have (especially food).

Gordon noted how big an impact the Polio Plus program makes in this part of India. The team was able to
deliver medications straight to the mouths of the children. As the team leader, Captain Gordon, as he
came to be known on the exchange, thanked everyone for the support.
