Aes tsaupfeYwutslorProdt aMhtiiten ®Bear 6s 911 Di
mainly on the new 800 mHz and our 911 system. In White Bear Lake we have
our own 911 dispatch system because the existing system could not handle our
additional needs. In 2009 the 911 dispatch system handled 17,537 calls for ser-
vice with four full-time employees and one part-time employee. Having good
911 and dispatch operators is important because even though technology is
great, you candét replace the human t
and are very well trained.

The technological advances of the new system makes dispatching 911 calls
and other emergency response calls easier and more reliable. Using plain Eng-
lish, police, fire, public works, and emergency personnel from our city and other
communities can communicate much more efficiently than under the old sys-

tem. Incident command is very complex for law enforcement, fire fighting, and
other emergencies. The new system allows connections to the community
across jurisdictions. In addition to normal audio communications, video, finger-
print and other data can be communicated right to a mobile unit.
