PROGRAM:  Century College President Larry Litecky discussed growth in  enrollment at the 
school in recent years, a factor he attributed to  unemployment/underemployment, the economic 
difficulty in funding  education at a four-year residential facility, an increase in high  school grads 
and a greater need for post-secondary credentials. He  also pointed to the ñfirst-rate folksò on 
the faculty.   

Among his points: 
ÅEnrollment at the White Bear campus is 27,100, reflecting a 15  percent increase last year and 
a 6 percent increase the year before. This year, summer enrollment was up 15 percent while fall 
enrollment  is up 18 percent. 
 
Å15,000 of those students take for-credit classes 
 
ÅThe annual economic impact of Century is $190,000 million. 
 
ÅMore than $45 million was invested in renovating Century facilities between 2004 and 2010. 
 
ÅCentury has a $60 million annual operating budget 
 
ÅIn Minnesota, two-year colleges have an enrollment of 123,778 while state universities have an 
enrollment of 60,284. 
 
Å The Century student body is made up of 27 percent low-income  students, 20 percent first-
generation students and 19.2 percent students of color. Some 47 percent of incoming students 
need pre-college reading, writing or math courses. 
 
ÅPresident Obama has set the goal of increasing graduates of two-year colleges by five million 
nationwide, focusing on having them leave with ñjob-ready degreesò that can lead to middle-
class incomes. 
 
ÅSome of Centuryôs newest assets include its state-of-the-art  fabrication lab, its programs in 
investigative sciences related to  law enforcement, its GPS LifePlan program that helps stu-
dents plan their futures and its ñteaching circlesò or small groups of faculty members that plan 
how students can increase their success.  The school also implements ñintrusive advisingò in 
which 50 different  faculty members take on 26 students each to teach study skills and   
time management.  Some 125 Century students are also employed as  tutors within class-
rooms. 
 
ÅAt the high school level, Minnesota has the lowest ratio of guidance counselors to students in 
the country, meaning many students start  college ñwith no idea where theyôre going.ò 
 
ÅCentury student surveys over the last four years indicate that students are more proud of at-
tending Century and more appreciative of  their experiences there than ever before. 
 
ÅIn the U.S., of every 109 ninth-graders, 69 will graduate on time,  31 will not attend college, 26 
will remain enrolled after their  second year of college and 20 will graduate from college within 
six years. 
 
ÅIn the U.S., people 45 and older are the most educated among demographic groups. 
 
ÅCentury partners with businesses including Fedex and Wilbert Plastic Services Inc. in St. Paul 
to help train their employees. In the  future Century may partner on a similar project with the 
proposed  Maplewood Fire Center. 
 
ÅCentury expects a significant shortfall in state funding in the years 2012 and 2013. 
 
ÅRight now Century canôt hire ñfast enough to keep up with the  service numbers needed.ò

CLASSIFICATION TALK :  Rotarian Virginia  Biorn, a marketing specialist who works for 

senior  housing firm Comforts of Home (now called Suite Living) talked about  her life to date. 

Now 23, Biorn grew up in North Branch and graduated  from high school in Rockford, Minn 

in a class of 120 students, taking advantage of the schoolõs postsecondary enrollment program 

to earn college credits from St. Cloud State University. She then graduated from Augsburg 

College with a double major in international business  and marketing.  One of her experiences 

there was a five -month study  abroad program in Mexico, where she interned with a busi-

ness  consulting firm, learned Excel in Spanish and learned conversational Spanish. She also 

interned with Gov. Pawlentyõs office at the Capitol. 

Because her parents raced thoroughbred horses, she said she virtually grew up at Canterbury 

Park. She has also played the harp since the age of 12.  

Virginia said her work now can be challenging because clients are  sometimes in sad situa-

tions, but itõs rewarding because she is often able to help them find a better place and a better 

solution to their  housing needs.
