                     ñWhy You Should Care About Unintentional Injury..                       

                                  With a Focus on Distracted Drivingò 

The Minnesota Safety Council was founded in 1928, and its focus is uninten-
tional injury ñaccidentò prevention.  Motor vehicle crashes are the leading cause 
of on and off-the-job accidental deaths in the U.S.  and the leading cause of 
death for people 1-35.  Society appears to have grown complacent, accepting 
these deaths and injuries.   

Distractions on the road is a big issue.  Drivers are less likely to perceive impor-
tant traffic events when distracted; judgment is impaired; and the driverôs ability 
to execute evasive maneuvers is affected. 

In the late 1980ôs the first portable mobile phones were introduced.  Today, four 
billion people world wide have cell phones, and more people are talking and 
texting while driving.   

Cell phones create a serious distraction while driving because visual, mechani-
cal and cognitive distractions occur.   If cell phones are used when driving: 

 The likelihood of crashing increases by 4% 

 Risk is raised irrespective of whether or not a hands-free device was used 

 Thereôs no difference in risk between hand-held and hands-free cell phone 
use 

 Cell phone drivers have slower reaction times and are more likely to get in a 
crash than people driving at .08 bac 

In addition to using cell phones when driving, other distractions include putting 
on make up, tuning your radio or reading a map while reading 

Cell phone usage and driving can cause employer liability.  Donôt expect em-
ployees to be able to do two things at once, especially when one of those things 
is driving.  Allowing or requiring employees to talk on a cell phone or text is an 
increasing liability risk for employers.   Carol presented a sample cell phone pol-
icy for business use.

Fred Treiber gave a synopsis of  Ro-
taryôs  Polio Plus efforts around the 
world. Beginning in 1985, when po-
lio paralyzed more than 350,000 
children in 125 countries every 
yearðthe eradication has been Ro-
taryôs top philanthropic goal.   The 
countries of  India, Pakistan, Nige-
ria and Afghanistan are the only 
places where polio still exists. Fred 
reported that India has had no cases 
in the past seven months of P-1 
(most common).    We are closer to 
eradication than ever before.  Ro-
tary Internationalôs goal is that by 
the end of 2011 this will happen.    
 
Rotary has contributed more than 
$900 million and countless volun-
teer hours to immunize children 
around the world.  Most recently, 
Rotary is contributing toward a 
matching grant with the Bill and 
Melinda Gates Foundation with the 
resulting $555 million contributed 
to polio immunization activities in 
polio -affected countries.
