PROGRAM:   YOUTH EXCHANGE  
   
Had Solberg  introduced Jack Sloan , an outbound Youth Exchange student to 
Norway.  Jack lives in White Bear Lake and attended high school in St. Paul.  
He will be spending his year abroad in a city of about 15,000 and he is looking 
forward to his adventure.  Jack will be heading in the next week. 
 
Had also introduced Jordan Emerson who recently returned from her Youth 
Exchange year abroad in Hamburg, Germany.  A student of French, Jordan had 
hoped to be assigned to France or another francophone country but it was the 
Deutschland to which she was sent.  To catch up on her language skills Jordan 
attended a 30 day German tutoring session where she met another Rotary ex-
change student and they became friends.  Jordan was assigned to only one 
host family who had one younger child.  For about 30 days she stayed with an-
other family but than returned to her first family. Easter celebrations and other 
family functions were among the events she recalled along with the fact that if 
often rained in Hamburg. She spoke highly of the four orientation sessions she 
attended throughout the year.  The orientation sessions were held at remote 
locations including two on a small island where she joined with about 40 other 
YE students for cross cultural training and developed close friendships. 
 
The YE students took a Euro tour during which she visited Paris, Geneva, the 
Alps, Venice and Florence.  Jordan said she felt privileged to be able to experi-
ence such a trip, see such sights and even swim in Lake Geneva. She ex-
plained that she attended a bilingual school due to her language difficulties and 
that German schools seemed advanced when compared to Minnesota; she 
needed to drop two years behind her age group to follow the math instruction 
(there is a lesson here folks). Jordan will enter her senior year in high school 
this fall and plans to attend college after she graduates.  She and her other YE 
friends plan a ten year reunion in Germany.
