PROGRAM:    Pat McFarlane presents Tom Gillaspy, State Demographer  
Tom has been the State Demographer since 1979. He jumped right into the most recent issue 
facing us, our state, and the world in general. Everything changed in 2008. Our way of life in the 
U. S. and our relationship to the world economy and population trends has been changed by the 
most prolonged and deepest recession (and he noted it is not a depression) since the Great 
Depression. We may have to wait until 2013 to get back to the employment levels of 2007. Total 
wage and salary disbursements declined enormously in 2009. We have booked six quarters of 
total wage and salary shrinkage. Everybody, including government has less to spend because 
of this. The motion of all aspects of the economy slowed, even affecting our populationôs ability 
to change locations to follow opportunities in the job market. Past leaders in population growth, 
FL, AZ, NV, and CA are declining in population. Even Hugo and other centers of growth in our 
area have stopped growing. 
 
Much of our predicament has to do with not planning for the population trends, mainly the ñbig 
globò of aging boomers we knew were coming. We should not be surprised by the big changes 
brought about by this aging and progressively less mobile glob, as Tom called it. Minnesota is 
one of the smartest and better positioned states, yet because our age breakdown is about the 
same the U. S. average, we will not escape the negative issues affecting the country and the 
rest of the world. The number of 18-24 year olds is trending down which is bad because this 
age group, in the past, has been able to fill skill positions in our job market. And the only ways 
we will be able to make progress, not just in Minnesota, but as a world economy, is to either 
increase the people we employ or to dramatically increase the productivity of the employees we 
have. A new trend this decade is that there are more job openings due to replacements of exist-
ing positions than due to growth. 
 
PIIGS are a problem in Europe (Portugal, Ireland, Italy, Greece, and Spain) because of the 
same trends discussed above. And many of the remaining countries in Europe are not far away 
from the same demographic and economic trends. Japan has been immersed in a two decade 
decline in growth.  
 
Catch-22 we are facing: If we donôt make the necessary public investments in human capital 
(training and education) and infrastructure, we wonôt have what it takes to invest and plan for 
our future. 
 
On a personal planning note, the new normal should take into account much lower projections 
for investment growth (in the 4-5% range). 
 
According to Tom, we are in various stages of grief as we long for the way it used to be and that 
we will get nowhere until we get to the final stage, which is acceptance of the current realities. 
Only then can the forces of ñdisruptive innovationò suddenly and dramatically change things for 
the better. We need to be like Gretzky and skate to where the puck is going to be and not where 
it has been. Minnesota will be ahead of the rest if we can do this. It means that any promises we 
make as a government must be funded and planned for in advance.
